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admissions policy

Admissions Requirements

An applicant requesting admission to Celebrity School of Beauty
must be at least 16 years of age (18 for massage therapy
students), have a high school diploma (or the recognized
equivalent), a state issued credential for secondary school
completion if homeschooled , or satisfactorily pass an “Ability to
Benefit” Test (ATB) approved by the U.S. Department of
Education. The ATB test used by this Institution is the Wonderlic
Basic Skills Test. Applicants must score a minimum of 200 Verbal
and 210 Quantitative. Spanish version of this test is the Scholastic
Level Exam and students must score a minimum of 15. If
necessary, retesting is available and will always be administered
using an alternate test form. The test is administered by an
independent test administrator, which has no connection or
affiliation with the school. All administrations of the ATB tests are
performed in accordance with the publisher’'s guidelines. Note:
There is a $50.00 non-refundable ATB exam fee for each test
administered.

An applicant who is unable to provide the actual documentation of
high school completion or receipt of a GED certificate, may self-
certify their educational degree/certification by signing a notarized
statement listing the name and address of the secondary school
attended, and the approximate date they graduated or were
awarded a GED certificate.

Credit for previous training may be granted, if appropriate
documentation is provided [i.e., official transcript. (Note: No more
than 75 percent of the total program length will be granted)].
Transferability of credit to another institution is at the discretion of
the accepting institution, and that it is the student’s responsibility
to confirm whether or not credits will be accepted by another
institution of the student’s choice. In order to receive credit for
previous training, Celebrity School of Beauty requires a student
take a comprehensive examination. The exam will consist of 100
multiple choice questions, testing the general knowledge of the
student and based on our curriculum. Credit will be accepted
based on the student’s score on the examination, as follows:
. If the student scores 90% to 100% - the school will

credit up to 75% of the total program hours.

If the student scores 80% to 89% - the school will

credit up to 60% of the total program hours.

If the student scores 70% to 79% - the school will

credit up to 50% of the total program hours.

If the student scores 69% or less — no transfer credit

will be granted.

Note: there is an administrative charge for evaluation of transfer
credit of $350.00

In admitting students, the school does not discriminate against
anyone on the basis sex, age, race, color, religion, or ethnic origin.
The school does not recruit students already attending or admitted
to another school offering a similar program of study.

Class Schedules

Classes start every Monday. The date of completion is
determined by the date of entrance and the frequency of
attendance. Students who wish to complete the course sooner
than scheduled may attend additional class sessions with prior
permission from the instructor. All students in the morning
schedule attend classes from 9:00 am to 2:00 pm, Monday
through Friday; Students in the evening schedule attend
classes from 6:00 pm to 10:00 pm, Monday through Thursday.

La versién en espafiol del
examen se conoce como Scholastic Level Exam (Examen de Nivel
Escolastico), y la puntuacién minima es de 15. Si es necesario, el
estudiante puede re-examinar pero este serda administrado usando
una forma alterna de la prueba. El examen es administrado por un
examinador independiente, el cual no tiene ninguna conexion o
afiliacion con la escuela. Todas las administraciones del examen
ATB son hechos de acuerdo con los requisitos del publicador.
Nota: Existe un cargo no-reembolsable $50.00 para cada prueba
de ATB administrada.

El solicitante que no pueda proporcionar documentacion real de
finalizacion de la escuela secundaria o de un certificado de GED,
puede auto-certificar su grado educativo/certificacion mediante la
firma de una declaracion notariada listando el nombre y la
direccion de la escuela secundaria que asistio, y la fecha
aproximada de su graduacién o que recibi6 un certificado de GED.

Advising

Occasionally, students may encounter difficulty with
their personal lives, academic or financial affairs.
Students experiencing problems may contact their
instructor or appropriate school official for direction.

The administration will make available to students a
list of local professional agencies who offer
counseling and other professional services for those
needing occasional or on-going therapy.

Placement

The school's placement department is designed to
assist students in their job search. Services include job
referrals, resume  development, professional
appearance guidance and job search skills; however,
the school cannot guarantee employment to any
student. The school offers programs in English and/or
Spanish, as deemed necessary. Completing a course or
program in a language other than English may reduce
employability where English is required.

Attendance

Students are expected to attend all scheduled classes.
In order to obtain permission for an excused absence,
the student must obtain prior permission from the
instructor. For emergency situations, a student may
bring in a doctor’'s note, a police report, a court order,
or other legitimate excuse in order to obtain an excused
absence. All other absences are considered
unexcused. Students may not have more than five
unexcused absences within a calendar month. After five
unexcused absences, the Student is advised by the
Academic Director and may be placed on probation for
two weeks. If another un-excused absence occurs
during the probation period, the Student will be advised
by the Academic Director again, and the Student may
be terminated.

Tardiness

Students must come to class on time. The State of
Florida requires students complete a set number of
hours to graduate, therefore, all class time missed must
be made up by the student (prior to graduation).

Make-Up Work

Students who have been absent for any reason are
required to make up any missed classes before
graduating. A student may make up missed time by
attending another class in session.

Leave of Absence

A Student may be granted a leave of absence for a
reasonable amount of time as determined by the
Academic Director. The total leave of absence period
may not exceed 180 days. A request for a leave of
absence must be in writing and the date of expected
return must be specified. If a Student does not return
within the specified return date and did not notify the
School, the Student’s contract will be terminated on the
date of the documented return date.

Re-Admission

A student that has canceled or has been terminated and
desires to re-enter the program of study must notify the
school and follow the required admission procedures. A
student that was terminated for any reason must have
an interview with the Executive Director and show why
he/she should be re-instated. The decision of the
Executive Director is final.

Asistencia

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academic policies

Grading System

Practical work is graded based on written criteria,
using school-prepared practical evaluation forms.
The form specifies the grading criteria and point
value for each application. Each skill/application has
a specific point value assigned to it, which is then
totaled and converted to a percentage. Students are
graded on theory knowledge at the end of each
chapter.

A final examination will be given at the completion of
each program. The exam will consist of two (2)
parts: theory and practical. Both portions of the
examination are graded according to the following
schedule:

A —90-100% Excellent
B — 80-89% Good
C-70-79% Satisfactory

F — 69% or below Unsatisfactory

The above-stated grading scale will also be used to
score all tests administered by this institution.
Generally, students are not terminated for failure to
acquire skills, but are encouraged to attend
additional classes if the student does not master the
particular course requirements.

Progress Reports

Manicure, Pedicure & Nail Extensions, Skin Care, Full
Specialist, Spa Therapy, Massage Therapy and
Makeup Artistry students receive two progress
reports throughout their program of study: one
midpoint through the course and one at the end.
Cosmetology and Barber students receive three
progress reports: one at the completion of 400
hours, 800 hours and 1,200 hours. Note: Hours are
based on actual hours.

Graduation Requirements
& Diplomas

The school considers a student that has completed
all his/her required program hours and services as a
“candidate for graduation;” however, the student will
not receive a Diploma until he/she complies with all
the following requirements:

1. Attended all class hours and completed all
required services;

2. Taken and passed a comprehensive final
examination; and

3. Fulfilled all monetary obligations with the
school.

p()lizas académicas

Sistema de Evaluacion

Los trabajos practicos son evaluados en base al
criterio escrito, usando formularios de evaluacién
preparados por la escuela. El formulario especifica el
puntaje de cada aplicacion. Cada habilidad/paso
tiene un valor especifico asignado, el cual se suma y
se convierte a un porcentaje.

Grievance Policy

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DETERMINATION OF PROGRESS

Satisfactory: Students with a minimum of 70% (“C”) Grade Point Average and 67% cumulative attendance.

Students meeting minimum requirements at evaluation will be considered to be making satisfactory progress until the next scheduled
evaluation. In order for a student to be considered making satisfactory progress, he or she must meet both attendance and academic
minimum requirements on at least one evaluation by the midpoint of the program or midpoint of the academic year, whichever is
shorter.

Frequency of Monitoring:
- Cosmetology students are evaluated at 400 hours, 800 hours, and 1200 hours.
- Barber students are evaluated at 400 hours, 800 hours, and 1200 hours.
- Spa Therapy students are evaluated at 450 hours and 900 hours.

- Full Specialist students are evaluated at 300 hours and 600 hours.

PROBATION

Students failing to meet minimum progress requirements will be placed on probation with the opportunity to meet the requirements for
the next evaluation period. During the first probationary period, students are considered to be making satisfactory progress and
financial aid funds will be disbursed to eligible students.

At the end of the first probationary period, the student’s progress will be re-evaluated. If the student is meeting the minimum
requirements in both academics and attendance, he or she will be determined to be making satisfactory progress. If the student fails
to meet minimum requirements, he or she will be determined as not making satisfactory progress, will be terminated from the Title IV
programs and may be placed on a second probationary period® or may be terminated from the school, at the discretion of the
Academic Director. The Academic Director’s decision will be communicated to the student in writing.

If the student is allowed to continue in school, federal aid eligibility will be reinstated only after the student has re-established SAP in
accordance with the attendance and academic standards indicated in this policy. Periods in which the student was determined ineligible
for aid will not be included in the student’s reinstatement of eligibility. Students should be prepared to pay tuition, fees, and other
educational expenses for the period in which he/she was determined ineligible for aid.

Note: For purposes of calculating the maximum timeframe a student has to complete a program of study, period(s) of enrollment
when a student does not receive Title IV aid will be counted.

! The student may have no more than two (2) consecutive probationary periods during his/her program of study.

PROBATORIA:

Aquellos estudiantes que no mantengan los requisitos minimos de progreso al ser evaluados seran puestos en probatoria con la oportunidad de
cumplir los requisitos para el proximo periodo evaluativo. Durante este primer periodo de probatoria, el estudiante serd considerado como
manteniendo progreso satisfactorio y la ayuda financiara federal continuara vigente para estudiantes elegibles.

Al final del primer periodo de probatoria, el progreso del estudiante serd re-evaluado. Si se determina que el estudiante cumple con los
requisitos académicos y de asistencia, él/ella serd considerado como manteniendo progreso satisfactorio. Sin embargo, si el estudiante no
cumplié con los requisitos minimos, este serd considerado en incumplimiento con los requisitos de progreso satisfactorio, él/ella perdera su
elegibilidad a todos los programas de ayuda financiera federal y podra ser puesto en un segundo periodo de probatoria o puede ser expulsado
de la escuela, segun lo determine el Director Académico. La decisién del Director Académico serd comunicada por escrito al estudiante. Ningn
estudiante podra tener mas de dos (2) periodos de probatoria consecutivos en su programa de estudios.

Si se le permite al estudiante permanecer en la escuela, la elegibilidad a los programas de ayuda financiera federal seran re-establecidos
solamente después de que el estudiante recupere su progreso satisfactorio de acuerdo con los estandares académicos y de asistencia indicados
en esta politica.

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APPEAL PROCESS

Students failing to achieve minimum requirements may appeal this determination. The student must submit a written appeal to the
Academic Director, within five (5) business days of the negative determination. Appeals shall include a detailed explanation of any
extenuating circumstances that prevented the student from successfully completing his/her coursework and must be accompanied by
documentation to support the existence of the circumstances and evidence that the circumstances have been resolved. Events or
circumstances that merit an appeal may include, but are not limited to: severe iliness, severe injury, death in the family, an unforeseen
or unavoidable personal circumstance. Upon receipt, a decision on the student’s appeal will be made within seven (7) business days by
the Academic Director and will be communicated to the student in writing. The decision of the Academic Director will be final. Should
a student prevail on his or her appeal and be determined as making satisfactory progress, the student will be automatically re-entered
in the course, and financial aid funds will be reinstated to eligible students. Note: All appeal cases will be documented in the student’s
file.

TRANSFER STUDENTS

Transfer credit is considered as part of the cumulative grade-point average and overall hours for those units of instruction that are
recognized and accepted as transfer credit by Celebrity School of Beauty. Likewise, these are included in the student’s cumulative
grade-point average and overall hours for purposes of evaluating Satisfactory Academic Progress and calculating the maximum
timeframe.

Changes in Program: Students wishing to change their program must be making satisfactory academic progress and must receive
approval from the Academic Director. If the student is admitted to a new program of study, all credits that are accepted and deemed
“transferrable” will be counted towards the maximum timeframe allowed and the cumulative grade-point average. The Financial Aid
Office will be notified and shall make a determination of aid eligibility for the new program of study.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE

Students returning from a leave of absence or other official interruption of training shall return to school in the same academic and attendance
status they had prior to their departure. An approved leave of absence will extend the student’s contract period and maximum time frame by
the same number of days in the leave of absence.

WITHDRAWALS

Any student who withdraws from his or her contracted course or fails to complete his or her training will have a notice placed in his or her
student file as to progress at the point of withdrawal. A student making satisfactory progress at the point of withdrawal may apply for re-
enroliment in the school and will be considered to be making satisfactory progress at the point of re-entry.

A student failing to meet minimum satisfactory requirements at the point of withdrawal will be placed on probation for one month when
accepted for re-enrollment. At the end of the one-month probationary period, the student's progress will be evaluated. The student must have
attended at least 67 percent of the scheduled class hours and earned at least 70 percent in all academic work performed during the one-month
probation. If the student fails to meet these requirements, he/she will be dismissed.

NON-CREDIT REMEDIAL COURSES / COURSE INCOMPLETES & COURSE REPETITIONS

Celebrity School of Beauty does not offer nor require non-credit remedial courses; therefore these have no effect on the School's Satisfactory
Academic Progress policy. Course incompletes and course repetitions are not applicable to this institution’s courses of instruction, and
consequently, have no effect upon a student’s satisfactory progress status in this school.

Copyright Infringement

Celebrity School of Beauty provides that all copyrighted materials “must be used in conformance with applicable copyright and other
laws”. Downloading or distributing copyrighted material, e.g. documents, books, programs, music, movies, videos, text, etc., without
permission from the rightful owner violates the United States Copyright Act. Further, the copying of digital copyrighted materials, such
as third-party software, without the express written permission of the owner of the proper license is illegal. Consequently, Celebrity
School of Beauty network is configured to block the use of Peer-to-Peer file sharing networks that are used to share copyrighted
materials. These include and are not limited to music, software, movies and television programs that are in violation of the Federal
Digital Millennium Copyright Act (DMCA) and other Federal Copyright laws. Students are prohibited from using these file-sharing
networks on any school provided network.

Federal law provides severe civil and criminal penalties for the unauthorized reproduction, distribution, or exhibition of copyrighted
materials. Criminal copyright infringement is investigated by the Federal Bureau of Investigation. The penalties may depend upon the
amount and the willfulness of the infringing activity and can range from civil liability, criminal liability, money damages, including
reimbursement of attorneys’ fees and costs. In a civil lawsuit, the penalty for copyright infringement can range from $1,000 to $30,000
per copyrighted work infringed. This penalty can be increased to $150,000 per infringed work in cases of particularly flagrant
infringement. In the most serious and widespread cases of copyright infringement, criminal prosecution is possible.

Allegations of copyright infringement by Celebrity School of Beauty students, that violate the DCMA, will be investigated. The
infringement will be reported to the Office of the President for appropriate action. If the School determines that any users have
violated any copyright laws, the offending user's access to online services may be terminated or the student may be dismissed. The
School reserves the right to choose how to address or respond to any allegation of copyright infringement received.
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PROCESO DE APELACION:

Si la escuela determina que un estudiante no mantiene estandares de progreso requeridos, éste puede apelar esta determinacién. El estudiante
tiene que someter una apelacion por escrito al Director Académico, dentro de cinco (5) dias laborales de haberse hecho la determinacién de
que el estudiante no mantuvo progreso satisfactorio. Las apelaciones deben incluir una explicacion detallada de las causas que, segun el
estudiante, hicieron que éste no pudiera cumplir con los requisitos y se debe acompafiar documentacion apropiada que demuestre la existencia
de esta circunstancia. Los acontecimientos o circunstancias que meritan una apelacién pueden incluir, sin limitar, enfermedad o accidente
severo, muerte en la familia, una circunstancia personal imprevista o inevitable. Después de que el Director Académico reciba esta apelacion,
éste re-evaluara su decision y llegara a una conclusién en siete (7) dias laborales. La decision del Director Académico serd comunicada al
estudiante por escrito. Nota esta decision sera final.

Si un estudiante prevalece en su peticion y se determina que éste mantiene progreso satisfactorio, éste volvera a entrar al curso
automaticamente, y los fondos de ayuda financiera seran reiterados a los estudiantes elegibles. Nota: Todos los casos de apelaciones se
documentaran en el archivo del estudiante.

ESTUDIANTES TRANSFERIDOS:

Los créditos (académicos y de horas) otorgados por entrenamiento previo se consideran como parte del promedio académico acumulativo y
total de horas requeridas. Asimismo, estos créditos se incluyen en el puntaje acumulativo y promedio de asistencia para propositos de
determinar si el estudiante cumple con los requisitos de progreso satisfactorio.

Cambios de Programa: Los estudiantes que deseen cambiar su programa de estudios deberan estar manteniendo progreso satisfactorio y
deben de recibir aprobacion por el Director Académico. Si el estudiante es admitido a un nuevo programa de estudios, todos los créditos que
sean aceptados seran contados para determinar el tiempo maximo permitido y el promedio académico. Se notificara a la Oficina de Ayuda

PERMISO DE AUCENCIA:

Los estudiantes que vuelven de un permiso de ausencia o de otra interrupcién oficial deberan volver a la escuela en el mismo periodo
satisfactorio de progreso que tenian antes de su salida. Un permiso de ausencia extendera el contrato del estudiante y el tiempo méaximo
permitido para completar por un numero de dias equivalente a los dias del permiso.

BAJAS:

Cualquier estudiante que se retire del curso contraido o no pueda terminar su entrenamiento tendra una notificacién archivada en su
expediente documentando su progreso hasta el punto del retiro. Un estudiante que tenga un progreso satisfactorio hasta el punto del retiro
puede aplicar para una re-admision a la escuela y se le concedera progreso satisfactorio al momento de la re-entrada.

Un estudiante que falle en mantener el minimo de los requisitos satisfactorios al punto del retiro sera colocado en probatoria por un mes
cuando sea aceptado para una re-admision. Al final del mes de probatoria, el progreso del estudiante serd evaluado. El estudiante debera
haber asistido al menos 67 por ciento de las horas pautadas y 70 por ciento en todos sus trabajos académicos durante el mes de probatoria. Si
el estudiante no logra cumplir con estos requisitos, el/ella serd dado de baja.

CURSOS REMEDIALES SIN CREDITO / CURSOS INCOMPLETOS Y CURSOS REPETIDOS

Celebrity School of Beauty no ofrece ni requiere que el estudiante complete cursos remediales, sin crédito, por lo tanto éstos no tienen ningln
efecto en la poliza de progreso satisfactorio de esta escuela. Los cursos incompletos y repeticiones de cursos no aplican para los programa de
estudio que ofrece esta institucion, y, como consecuencia, éstos no tienen ningun efecto en la péliza de progreso satisfactorio.

Violacion de Leyes de Derecho de Autor

Celebrity School of Beauty proporciona gque todos los materiales con derechos reservados deben utilizarse en conformidad con los derechos de
autor y segun las leyes. Descargar o distribuir material con derechos de autor, por ejemplo, documentos, libros, programas, musica, peliculas,
videos, texto, etc., sin permiso del propietario legitimo viola la ley de derecho de autor de los Estados Unidos. Ademas, la copia digital de
materiales protegidos por derechos de autor, como programas de computadoras, sin la autorizacion escrita del propietario de la licencia
adecuada es ilegal. En consecuencia, la red cibernética de Celebrity School of Beauty estd configurada para bloquear el uso de archivos de
Persona-a-Persona que se utilizan para compartir materiales protegidos por derechos de autor. Estos incluyen y no se limitan a la musica,
programas de computadoras, peliculas y programas de television que estan en violacién de la Federal Digital Millennium Copyright Act (DMCA
por sus siglas en ingles) y otras leyes federales de derechos de autor. Se les prohibe a los estudiantes utilizar estas redes de intercambio de
archivos en cualquier red o computador proporcionado por la escuela.

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Cancellation / Refund Policy

Should a student be terminated or cancel enrollment for any
reason, all refunds will be made according to the following
refund schedule:

Cancellation must be made in person or by certified
mail. Cancellation date is determined by the postmarked
written notification or the date said information is
delivered to the school administrator in person.

All monies will be refunded if the school does not accept
the applicant, except the $50.00 application fee.

If the student (or parent/guardian if the student is a
dependent minor) cancels within three (3) business
days after signing the Enrollment Agreement and
making initial payment, all monies will be refunded with
the exception of the application fee. This policy applies
regardless of whether or not the student actually started
training.

Cancellation after the third (3) business day, but prior to
entering classes, will result in a refund of all monies
paid, with the exception of the application and
registration fee.

Books and supplies are non-refundable three days after
signing the enroliment agreement.

Termination after attendance has begun, but prior to
50% completion of the program, will result in a pro rata
refund computed on the number of hours completed to
the total program hours.

Termination after completing 50% of the program will
result in NO refund.

Termination Date: The termination date for refund
computation purposes is the last date of actual
attendance by the student, unless earlier written notice
is received.

Refunds will be made within 45 days of termination or
receipt of Cancellation Notice.

In case of illness, or disabling accident, death in the
family, or other circumstances beyond the control of the
student, the school may make reasonable arrangements
for any balance due.

The student’s rights under this institution’s Enrollment
Agreement may not be assigned to any other person.

If the school is permanently closed and no longer offers
instruction after a student has enrolled, the student
shall be entitled to a 100% refund of all monies paid.
Cancellation of Classes: The school reserves the right to
cancel a scheduled starting date if the number of
students enrolling is deemed insufficient. Such
cancellation will be considered a rejection by the school
and the student will be entitled to receive a complete
refund of any amount paid.

Withdrawal

Any student wishing to officially withdraw from the school must notify
the Executive Director in person or send a letter by certified mail. A
student who missed school for 14 consecutive days and does not
notify the Executive Director will be considered unofficially withdrawn.
To determine unofficial withdrawal, the school monitors student
attendance monthly. The withdrawal date will be the last date the
student actually attends class.

In the case of a student not returning from an approved Leave of
Absence, the withdrawal date will be the earlier of the date the
student notifies the institution s/he will not be returning or the first
date the student was to return from the leave but did not. All accounts
are subject to the School’s refund policy based on the withdrawal date.

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Treatment of Title 1V Aid When a Student Withdraws

The law* specifies how Celebrity School of Beauty must determine the amount of Title IV program assistance that a student earns if he/she
withdraws from school. The Title IV programs that are covered by this law are: Federal Pell Grants, Academic Competitiveness Grants?,
National SMART grants?, TEACH Grants?, Stafford Loans, PLUS Loans, Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grants (FSEOGs), and
Federal Perkins Loans?.

Federal student aid recipients who withdraw from all coursework during a payment period or period of enroliment are subject to the Return of
Title IV Funds (R2T4) policy®. The law establishes a formula, which calculates the amount of Title IV program assistance that the student has
earned up to the date in which withdrawal occurs. If the student received less assistance than the amount that he/she earned, he/she may be
able to receive those additional funds. If the student received more assistance that he/she earned, the excess funds must be returned by the
school and/or the student.

The amount of assistance that the student has earned is determined on a prorata basis. For example, if the student completed 25% of the
payment period, he/she earned 25% of the assistance that he/she was originally scheduled to receive. Once the student has completed more
than 60% of the payment period, he/she has earned all the assistance that he/she was scheduled to receive for that period.

If the student did not receive all of the funds that he/she earned, he/she may be due a post-withdrawal disbursement. If the student’s post-
withdrawal disbursement includes loans funds, the school is required to get your permission before it can disburse them. The student may
choose to decline some or all of the loan funds, in an attempt to avoid further debt. The school will automatically use all or a portion of the
student’s post-withdrawal disbursement for tuition and fees (as contracted with the school). The school will need your permission to use the
post-withdrawal disbursement for all other school charges. If you do not give permission, you will be offered the funds. However, it may be in
the best interest of the student to allow the school to keep the funds to reduce his/her debt.

There are some Title IV funds that a student was scheduled to receive that cannot be disbursed to he/she once that student withdraws
because of other eligibility requirements. For example, if the student is a first-time, first-year undergraduate student and he/she has not
completed the first 30 days of his/her program before he/she withdraws, he/she will not receive any FFEL or Direct loan funds that he/she
would have received had the student remained enrolled past the 30th day.

If the student received (or the school or parent received on behalf of the student) excess Title IV program funds that must be returned, the
school must return a portion of the excess equal to the lesser of:

1. The student’s institutional charges multiplied by the unearned percentage of the student'’s funds, or

2. The entire amount of excess funds.

The school must return this amount even if it didn’'t keep this amount of the student’s Title IV program funds.

The school will return the amount of Title 1V funds for which it is responsible no later than 45 days after the date the school determined that
the student withdrew. The date of the School's determination that the student withdrew shall be no later than fourteen (14) days after the
student’s last date of attendance as determined by the School from its attendance records.

The school will return any unearned aid for which the school is responsible by repaying funds to the following sources, in order, up to the total
net amount disbursed from each source:

Unsubsidized FFEL / Direct Stafford Loan

Subsidized FFEL / Direct Stafford Loan

FFEL / Direct PLUS Loan (Parent)

Pell Grant

Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant (FSEOG)

If the school is not required to return all of the excess funds, the student must return the remaining amount. Any loan funds that the student
must return, the student (or the parent for a PLUS Loan) repays in accordance with the terms of the promissory note. That is, the student
makes scheduled payments to the holder of the loan over a period of time.

Any amount of unearned grant funds that the student must return is called an overpayment. The maximum amount of a grant overpayment
that the student must repay is half of the grant funds he/she received or was scheduled to receive. The student must make arrangements with
the school or the Department of Education to return the unearned grant funds.

The requirements for Title IV program funds when the student withdraws are separate from Celebrity School of Beauty’'s Cancellation and
Refund Policy. Therefore, the student may still owe funds to the school to cover unpaid institutional charges.

The school may also charge you for any Title IV program funds that the school was required to return. If you don't already know what the
School's Cancellation and Refund Policy is, refer to your Enrollment Agreement, School Catalog or request a copy in the admissions office.

Any student wishing to officially withdraw from the school must notify the School Director in person or send a letter by certified mail. A student
who missed school for 14 consecutive days and does not notify the school Director will be considered unofficially withdrawn. To determine
unofficial withdrawal, the school monitors student attendance monthly. The withdrawal date will be the last date the student actually attends
class.

In the case of a student not returning from an approved Leave of Absence, the withdrawal date will be the earlier of the date the student
notifies the institution s/he will not be returning or the first date the student was to return from the leave but did not. All accounts are subject
to the School’s refund policy based on the withdrawal date.

Note: Examples of the application of the institutional refund policy are available upon request.

Tipos de Ayuda

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WORK-STUDY:

Under the Federal Work-Study (FWS) program, you can work part-time to earn money for your education. The FWS is a need-based
federally funded student employment financial aid program awarded to students based on their Free Application for Student Aid (FAFSA)
and other financial aid criteria. Students are hired by the School to work between 10 - 20 hours per week. Students are eligible based on
regulations established by Federal guidelines and by Celebrity School of Beauty in accordance with law. The objectives of the Federal Work-
Study Program are to provide: A source of financial aid to degree-seeking students who demonstrate financial need; College students who
are in need of financial aid a chance to earn money while pursing their degree; Work experience which enhances the participants' education
whenever practical. You'll be paid by the hour. No FWS student may be paid by commission or fee. The School will pay you directly (unless
you direct otherwise) bi-weekly. Wages for the program must equal at least the current federal minimum wage but might be higher,
depending on the type of work you do and the skills required. The amount you earn can't exceed your total FWS award. When assigning
work hours, your employer or financial aid administrator will consider your award amount, your class schedule, and your academic progress.
Note: Currently the school does not have any fund appropriation for the FWS program.

LOANS:

Student loans, unlike grants and work-study, are borrowed money that must be repaid, with interest, just like car loans and home
mortgages. Federal loans are available to students and/or their parents at low interest rates with the option to defer repayment until after
graduation. Federal Stafford loans are available to students to help meet the cost of education after grant/scholarship options are
exhausted. Loans are considered a form of financial aid. Since the loans are federally guaranteed there are no credit checks. Every student
is eligible as long as eligibility criteria is met, you are not in default on a current student loan, or have not exceeded the federal aggregate
loan limit. There are two (2) types of Stafford Loans: Subsidized or Unsubsidized.

Subsidized is awarded to student’s demonstrating a financial need as determined by the federal processor. Interest payments on
this loan is subsidized (you are not charged interest) by the federal government while you are in school or during authorized
periods of deferments.

Unsubsidized —a student does not have to demonstrate financial need to receive this loan, however not every student will
qualify for this loan. Interest payments on this loan are not subsidized by the government (you must pay). You can make
arrangements with your lender to pay while you are in school or you can allow the interest to capitalize, add, to your principal
balance.

PLUS Loans are loans parents can obtain to help pay the cost of education of their dependent undergraduate children.
Consolidation Loans allow students or parent borrowers to combine multiple federal education loans into one loan with one
monthly payment.

The loans discussed above are made through one of two U.S. Department of Education programs:

William D. Ford Federal Direct Loan (Direct Loan) Program. Loans made through this program are referred to as Direct
Loans. Eligible students and parents borrow and pay directly from/to the U.S. Department of Education.

How to Apply for Aid

To receive financial assistance you must be fully admitted to Celebrity School of Beauty. To receive need-based assistance you must complete
and submit the Free Application for Federal Aid (FAFSA) —either using a paper or electronic application. Completing the FAFSA correctly and
submitting any requested document(s) by the required deadline dates, expedites the process. We encourage all students to apply “online”
using FAFSA on the WEB. This online application not only saves time, but also offers instant editing of your application to help prevent errors.
You may pick up a paper FAFSA at our Financial Aid Office. FAFSAs may also be obtained by mail from the federal government by calling the
following toll-free number: 1-800-433-3243. Take special care when you complete your FAFSA. It is the cornerstone of the application
process, providing the federal need analysis processor with your important financial data. Completing it carelessly may make you ineligible for
aid you need to attend Celebrity School of Beauty.

If you need assistance, visit the Financial Aid Office. Mr. Daykel Menendez is the Financial Aid Officer for Celebrity School of Beauty. Make
an appointment to meet with him at your earliest convenience. He will provide you with important guidance and will be able to answer all
your questions. He will also work closely with you throughout the application process.

En este programa, usted puede estudiar a tiempo parcial y asi ganar dinero para pagar su educacién. El Programa Federal de Estudio y
Trabajo tiene las siguientes caracteristicas: Permite al alumno trabajar a tiempo parcial mientras estudia; Ayuda a pagar los gastos de
estudio; Pueden participar los estudiantes universitarios, de formacion profesional y técnica y de posgrado; Pueden participar los que
estudian con dedicacién de tiempo completo o parcial; Las instituciones participantes administran el programa.

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Notification of Rights under FERPA

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords students (or the parent or guardian if the student is under 18 years of
age) certain rights with respect to their education records. These rights include:

(D) The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of the day the School receives a
request for access.

A student should submit to the registrar, financial aid director, academic director, or other appropriate official, a written
request that identifies the record(s) the student wishes to inspect. The School official will make arrangements for access
and notify the student of the time and place where the records may be inspected. If the records are not maintained by the
School official to whom the request was submitted, that official shall advise the student of the correct official to whom the
request should be addressed.

2) The rights to request the amendment of the student’s education records that the student believes are inaccurate,
misleading, or otherwise in violation of the student’s privacy rights under FERPA.

A student who wishes to ask the School to amend a record should write the School official responsible for the record, clearly
identify the part of the record the student wants changed, and specify why it should be changed.

If the School decides not to amend the record as requested, the School will notify the student in writing of the decision and
the student’s right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional information regarding the hearing
procedures will be provided to the student when notified of the right to a hearing.

3) The right to provide written consent before the School discloses personally identifiable information from the student's
education records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent. The School discloses education
records without a student’s prior written consent under the FERPA exception for disclosure to:

(a) school officials with legitimate educational interests. A school official is a person employed by the School in an
administrative, supervisory, academic or research, or support staff position (including law enforcement unit
personnel and health staff); a person or company with whom the School has contracted as its agent to provide a
service instead of using School employees or officials (such as an attorney, auditor, or collection agent); a person
serving on the Board of Trustees; or a student serving on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance
committee, or assisting another school official in performing his or her tasks.

A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education record in order to
fulfill his or her professional responsibilities for the School.

(b) state or local educational authorities auditing or enforcing Federal or State supported education programs or
enforcing Federal laws which relate to those programs;

(c) The disclosure is in connection with determining eligibility, amounts, and terms for financial aid or enforcing the
terms and conditions of financial aid;

(d) The disclosure is pursuant to a lawfully issued court order or subpoena;

(e) The school also provides and permits access to student and school records as required for any accreditation process
initiated by the school or by the National Accrediting Commission of Cosmetology Arts and Sciences (NACCAS).

(f) Upon request, the School also discloses education records without consent to officials of another school in which a
student seeks or intends to enroll. Celebrity School of Beauty will forward records upon request by the other
school.

Except under one of the special conditions described above, a student must provide a signed and dated written consent
before Celebrity School of Beauty may disclose personally identifiable information from the student’s education records. The
written consent must:

§  State the purpose of the disclosure

§  Specify the records that may be disclosed;

§  Identify the party or class of parties to whom the disclosure may be made; and

§  Be signed and dated (by the student).

(4) The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the School to comply with
the requirements of FERPA.

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PROGRAM: Manicure, Pedicure & Nail Extensions Program Descri Ption

PROGRAM LENGTH: 240 hours

The following is a brief description of each unit of instruction. Refer to Page 22 to see the actual curriculum.
Course Numbering System: The course numbers contain letters and numbers that symbolize the sequence of the

courses that follow.

MPN 001 Orientation, Florida Laws (Includes 4-hour
HIV/AIDS)

This course serves as an introduction to Celebrity School of
Beauty as well as the professional salon. Emphasis will be
placed on rules for professional behavior with clients,
employers, and coworkers. Law and ethics, salon safety, and
professional appearance will also be covered. During this
course, students will receive a 4-hour HIV/AIDS training
seminar.

MPNOO2 Salon Management and Professional Ethics

Students will be introduced to the successful management of
a beauty salon/spa. Emphasis will be placed on rules for
professional behavior with clients, employers, and coworkers.
Law and ethics, salon safety, and professional appearance will
also be covered.

MPNOO3 Bacteriology, Sanitation and Sterilization

This unit introduces the student to the various types,
classifications, and common sources of bacteria. Students will
learn how bacteria grows, reproduces, and moves. They will
learn various terms related to bacteria and other infectious
agents. Most importantly, students will learn how to provide
a safe and healthy working environment. This unit also
provides instruction in the proper disinfections, sanitization
and sterilization techniques required in a professional salon.
Various types of chemical and physical agents, as well as
related equipment, will be introduced. Health, infection and
sanitation control will also be covered in this unit.

MPNOO4 The Nail and Its Disorders

This course introduces the students to parts of the nalil,
structures beneath the nail, skin surrounding the nail, and nail
diseases and disorders that can and cannot be serviced by a
nail technician.

MPNOO5 Manicure

Principles and techniques of manicuring will be introduced.
The information and procedures taught in this course will give
the student the basic skills to be a professional nail
technician.  Students will learn the four types of nail
technology tools; equipment, implements, materials, and nail
cosmetics. They will learn how to set up a manicure table,
choose a nail shape, various types of manicures, as well as
safety and sanitization rules that apply in manicuring.

MPNOOG6 Pedicure

Principles and techniques of pedicuring will be covered. The
information and procedures taught in this course will give the
student the basic skills needed to care for the clients’ feet,
toes, and toenails. Students will be introduced to various
supplies, materials and equipment need for a pedicure. Foot
massage techniques as well as leg treatment will also be
covered. (10 services)

MPNOO7 Tips with Overlay

This course provides instruction, principles, techniques,
procedures and demonstration for nail tip application,
maintenance, and removal. Students will learn the various
types of supplies and equipment needed for these
procedures. Precautions and procedural tips will be
emphasized.

MPNOOS8 Sculptured Nails Using Forms

The principles and techniques of sculpting nails using forms
will be covered. In this course the student will also practice
different types of artificial nails. Students will also learn the
various types of supplies and equipment needed for these
procedures.

MPNOO9 Nail Wraps and Mending

The course introduces the students to the four types of nail
wraps: silk, linen, fiberglass and paper, supplies used,
principles and techniques, procedures, and precautions used
during application and removal of wraps, as well as the
required maintenance.

MPNO10 Gel Nails

All aspects of gel nails, both light —cured and no light, are
covered in this course. Supplies needed for application,
chemistry of gel nails, and principles, technigues, procedures
and precautions are discussed.

MPNO11 Artificial Nail Removal / Nail Fill-Ins

This course provides the student with principles and
techniques, practice and the skills needed for proper
maintenance and removal of nail tips, sculptured nails, nail
wraps, and nail capping.

MPNO12 Polishing and Nail Art

Principles and techniques in nail art, airbrushing, two color
fading, foil, stripping tape and the supplies, equipment and
techniques used in these “creative touches” are covered.
Students are encouraged to express their creativity and use
their imagination while listening to their clients desires.

The unit will also cover the
levels and complexity of living matter, cells,
enzymes, tissues; the anatomical position of the
body; anatomical terms and meanings; the regions
and structure of the human body. Also, the ten most
important body systems will be examined.

MO106 Massage Theory and Clinical Practicum
Principles, effects, benefits, indications,
contraindications, pathologies, and techniques of
massage will be covered, along with equipment and

products, health, sanitary, infection control and
safety practices. In this unit we will discuss the client
consultation procedures and its importance.

The unit will also teach the classifications,
descriptions, and  application of  massage
movements; procedures to complete body massages;
therapeutic massage procedure.

MO107 Allied Modalities

Students will learn principles and techniques of other
allied modalities, their history, purpose, procedure,
application and contraindications; massage in the
spa setting (i.e., stone massage), athletic and/or
sports massage, massage in medicine and other
therapeutic modalities, such as prenatal massage,
lymph massage, craniosacral therapy, deep tissue
massage, chair massage, etc.

MO108 Theory and Practice of Hydrotherapy
Principles and techniques of hydrotherapy are
covered. Hydrotherapy applications and water
treatments, along with benefits, contraindications
and body reactions to hydrotherapy will be
examined.

MO109 Prevention of Medical Errors

Students are required by the State of Florida to
attend a two hour course in Medical Errors
Prevention which prepares a massage practitioner to
take precautions against the common errors made
in this particular field. The unit will cover definitions,
types of errors, prevention, and safety.

MO110 Massage Business Administration
Students will be introduced to the massage business
administration and management. Emphasis will be
placed on rules for professional behavior with clients,
employers, and co-workers. Salon safety, business
ethics and professional appearance will also be
covered in this unit of instruction, along with licenses
and permits.

PROGRAM LENGTH: 900 hours

Program Description

The following is a brief description of each unit of instruction. Refer to page 30 to see the actual curriculum. Course Numbering
System: The course numbers contain letters and numbers that symbolize the sequence of the courses that follow.

STCOO01 Orientation, Florida Laws and Rules

This course serves as an introduction to Celebrity School of Beauty as well
as the professional salon. In this unit the student will be introduced to the
Florida laws and rules that govern this field.

STCO002 Bacteriology, Sanitation and Sterilization (Includes 4-hour
HIV/AIDS)

This course introduces the student to the various types, classifications, and
common sources of bacteria. Students will learn how bacteria grow,
reproduce, and move. They will learn various terms related to bacteria and
other infectious agents. Most importantly, students will learn how to provide
a safe and healthy working environment. During this course, students will
receive a 4-hour HIV/AIDS training seminar.

STCO03 Beauty Salon Management & Professional Ethics

This course provides instruction all aspects of spa and beauty salon
management. Emphasis will be placed on rules for professional behavior
with clients, employers, and coworkers. Law and ethics, salon safety, and
professional appearance will also be covered.

STCO004 The Nail and Its Disorders

This course introduces the students to parts of the nail, structures beneath
the nail, skin surrounding the nail, and nail diseases and disorders that can
and cannot be serviced by a nail technician.

STCOO05 Manicure

Principles and techniques of manicuring are covered. The information and
procedures taught in this course will give the student the basic skills to be a
professional nail technician. Students will learn the four types of nail
technology tools; equipment, implements, materials, and nail cosmetics.
They will learn how to set up a manicure table, choose a nail shape, various
types of manicures, as well as safety and sanitization rules that apply in
manicuring.

STCO06 Pedicure

Principles and techniques of manicuring are covered. The information and
procedures taught in this course will give the student the basic skills needed
to care for the clients’ feet, toes, and toenails. Students will be introduced
to various supplies, materials and equipment need for a pedicure. Foot
massage techniques as well as leg treatment will also be covered.

STCOO07 Tips with Overlay

This course provides instruction, principles, techniques, procedures and
demonstration for nail tip application, maintenance, and removal. Students
will learn the various types of supplies and equipment needed for these
procedures. Precautions and procedural tips will be emphasized.

STCO008 Sculptured Nails Using Forms

In this course the student will practice different types of artificial nails.
Students will also learn the various types of supplies and equipment needed
for these procedures. Principles and techniques of sculpting nails using
forms are also lectured.

STCO009 Nail Wraps and Mending
The course introduces the students to the four types of nail wraps: silk,
linen, fiberglass and paper, supplies used, principles, techniques,
procedures, and precautions used during application and removal of wraps,
as well as the required maintenance.

STCO010 Gel Nails

All aspects of gel nails, both light —cured and no light, are covered in this
course. Supplies needed for application, chemistry of gel nails, and proper
procedures and precautions are discussed, as well as principles and
techniques.

STCO11 Artificial Nail Removal / Nail Fill-ins

This course provides the student with the basic principles, techniques,
practice and skills needed for proper maintenance and removal of nail tips,
sculptured nails, nail wraps, and nail capping.

STCO012 Polishing and Nail Art

Nail art, airbrushing, two color fading, foil, stripping tape and the supplies,
equipment and techniques used in these “creative touches” are covered.
Students are encouraged to express their creativity and use their
imagination while listening to their client’s desires.

STCO013 Basics of Electricity. Use/Maintenance of Electrical Devices
Principles and techniques in electricity, light, magnification and esthetic
machines are covered. Students will also learn: polarity and current flow,
measurements of electricity. Set up, use and maintenance of electrical
devices will be covered as well as safety precautions to follow in the use of
electrical apparatus.

STCO014 Facial Techniques and Contraindications

Facial principles and techniques: manual and mechanical, including masks,
packs or treatments. Finally, we will cover the many contraindications that
exist in the facial treatments.

STCO015 Skin Theory. Disease and Disorders of the Skin

Students will learn the histology of the skin and hair, and by understanding
the composition, structure and function of the skin, the student will realize
the effects the services performed will have on the client’s skin. The unit
will also introduce the student to endocrinology — the study of the endocrine
glands and their function.

Furthermore, students will learn and understand the composition of the
skin. Functions, structure, and nutrition of the skin. Types of Skin: Dry, Qily,
Combined, Coupe Rose, and Sensitive. Principles and techniques are also
covered.

Finally, the lectures will provide students with an understanding of the
diseases and skin disorders, and means of prevention.

STC016 Anatomy and Facial Manipulations

Students will learn the structure of the face and neck: bones, muscles, and
nerves. Students will also learn effective means of manipulating the face to
maintain muscle tone and increase blood circulation. Principles and
techniques of facial manipulations are covered.

STC017 Cosmetic Chemistry and Product Use

Students will learn the composition of cosmetics, effects of chemistry of
products on the skin, safety of cosmetics and skin preparation, and
ingredients of skin preparation.

STCO18 Hair Removal

Principles and techniques in hair removal are introduced. Students will learn
the various methods of hair removal available, to include: Tweezing,
Waxing, and Chemical depilatories, threading, sugaring, etc. The student
will also be introduced here to the safely guidelines of waxing, chemical
depilatories, and the proper way to shape brows.

STC019 Make-up

Principles and techniques in hair makeup are lectured. The student will
learn: correct makeup application, the use of required implements and
supplies, procedures for makeup application, how to use the color wheel,
daywear makeup, evening makeup, and corrective makeup. This unit will
also introduce lash and brow tinting, as well as eyelash application,
including strip lashes, individual lashes, and semi-permanent lashes.

STCO020 Spa Body Treatments

This unit will explore the various body treatments performed by a skin care
specialist in the professional salon or spa. These treatments can be
classified into three mayor groups: wraps; polishes and masks.

STCO021 Advanced Skin Care Topics and Treatments

This course provides students with a clear understanding of advanced skin
care treatments and procedures, to include, but not limited to: free radicals
and antioxidants; chemical peels, microdermoabrasion; aromatherapy;
alternative and other procedures.

STCO004 La Ufia y sys Desordenes

STCOO05 Manicura

Barbershop management will be covered and
emphasis will be placed on rules for professional
behavior with clients, employers, and coworkers.
Law and ethics, barbershop safety, and professional
appearance will also be covered, along with Florida’s
laws and regulations that pertain to the Barbering
profession.

BO002 Safety, Sanitation & Sterilization
(Includes 4 hour HIV/AIDS)

This course provides instruction in the proper health,
disinfections, sanitization, sterilization and infection
control techniques required in a professional salon.
Various types of chemical and physical agents, as
well as related equipment, will be introduced.
Students will also learn about HIV/AIDS and means
of prevention (4 hour lecture).

BOO0O03 Hair Structure and Chemistry

Program Description

The following is a brief description of each unit of instruction. Refer to Page 32 to see the actual curriculum.
Course Numbering System: The course numbers contain letters and numbers that symbolize the sequence of the

courses that follow.

C0O101 Orientation & Florida Laws

The students will be introduced to the course and school rules
and regulations. Students will learn the laws and regulations
pertaining to Cosmetology, as set by the Department of
Business and Professional Regulations. This unit will also cover
professional ethics.

C0O102 Bacteriology, Sanitation and Sterilization

This unit will introduce the student to the various
classifications of bacteria and how bacteria grows in the salon.
Further, methods of health, sterilization, sanitation, and
infection control, as well as sterilization rules, regulations, and
procedures will be covered.

CO103 HIV/AIDS Certification
Students will learn about HIV/AIDS and means of prevention.
C0104 The Hair and Scalp Treatments

This unit will introduce all basic aspects of the hair and scalp:
principles,  techniques, properties, growth, analysis,
treatments, hair loss, etc. Hair and scalp disorders will also be
examined.

C0105 Draping, Shampoo and Rinsing

Students will learn the structure of the face and neck: bones,
muscles, and nerves. Students will also learn effective means
of manipulating the scalp to maintain muscle tone and
increase blood circulation. Principles and techniques are
covered.

C0O106 Hair Cutting

Instruction of hair cutting for women, men and children, and
the various hair cutting methods used in the industry.
Principles and technigues of hair cutting are covered.

C0107 Chemistry and Human Anatomy

Students will learn the composition of cosmetics and effects of
product chemistry on the hair. Cosmetic chemistry will also be
covered. In this unit, the student will also learn about human
cells, anatomy and physiology.

C0108 Hair Styling

Principles and techniques of hair styling are covered. Styling
methods and designs; Differences in blow-drying and roller
styling; types of roller sets. The unit will also cover principles
and technigues of hair extensions.

C0O109 Permanent Waving, Relaxing & Hair
Straightening

Principles and techniques of permanent waving and hair
straightening are covered. Permanent waving: identification of
chemistry, products and relationship to the hair structure. Hair
relaxers: purpose of relaxing, definition, product ingredients,
sodium hydroxide, steps to chemical relaxing. Hair
straightening: products, techniques, procedure.

C0O110 Hair Coloring

Principles and techniques of hair coloring are introduced.
Principles of color theory; Hair color preparations, including
client consultation; safety precautions for coloring; hydrogen
peroxide; special coloring; correction of coloring problems.

CO111 Manicure, Pedicure and Nail Extensions

This unit will introduce the student to the nail care industry,
including: principles, techniques, implements and tools,
manicure table preparation, various styles of manicure,
pedicure and massages. The unit will also cover nail disorders
and diseases, along with basic instruction on nail extensions
(i.e., acrylics, gel, etc).

CO112 Skin Care, Make-up and Hair Removal

The student will be introduced to the principles and
techniques of skin care, including: facial treatments, facial
manipulations; the skin and its disorders; make-up. Students
will learn three methods of hair removal: Tweezing, Waxing,
and Chemical depilatories. The student will also be introduced
to the safety guidelines of waxing, chemical depilatories, and
the proper method to shape brows.

C0113 Beauty Salon Management

Students will be introduced to salon management. Emphasis
will be placed on rules for professional behavior with clients,
employers, and co-workers. Salon safety, and professional
appearance will also be covered in this unit of instruction.

CO106 Corte del Cabello

Elementos basicos del corte de cabello; Diferentes técnicas
para cortar cabello.

C0107 Quimica y Anatomia Humana

CO111 Manicura, Pedicura y Extensiones de Ufias

To
be eligible to take the state exam, students must file
an application completely filled-in and signed by the
school, pay a non-refundable fee of $78.00 to the
state and submit proof of participation in a 4-hour
HIV/AIDS prevention course/lecture.*

Manicure, Pedicure and Nail Extensions
Students: Florida’'s Board of Cosmetology requires
that the student complete 240 hours of training,
services and exams. However, no state examination
is required for students enrolled in this course. To
receive a license, students must file an application
completely filled-in and signed by a school
administrator, pay a non-refundable fee of $85.00 to
the state and submit proof of participation in a 4-
hour HIV/AIDS prevention course/lecture.*

Skin Care Students: Florida’'s Board of
Cosmetology requires that the student complete 260
hours of training, services and exams. However, no
state examination is required for students enrolled in
this course. To receive a license, students must file
an application completely filled-in and signed by a
school administrator, pay a non-refundable fee of
$85.00 to the state and submit proof of participation
in a 4-hour HIV/AIDS prevention course/lecture.*

Full Specialist Students: Florida’'s Board of
Cosmetology requires that the student complete 600
hours of training, services and exams.

To receive a license, students must file
an application completely filled-in and signed by a
school administrator, pay a non-refundable fee of
$85.00 to the state and submit proof of participation

Spa Therapy Students: Florida’'s Board of
Cosmetology requires that the student complete 900
hours of training, services and exams. However, no
state examination is required for students enrolled in
this course. Spa Therapy students are eligible to
apply for a Full Specialist and Body Wrapper license.
To receive a Full Specialist license, students must file
an application completely filled-in and signed by a
school administrator, pay a non-refundable fee of
$85.00 to the state and submit proof of participation
in a 4-hour HIV/AIDS prevention course/lecture.* To
receive a Body Wrapping license, students must file
an application completely filled-in, pay a non-
refundable fee of $30.00 to the state and submit a
certificate of completion, as provided by the school.

POTENTIAL CONPENSATION

The amount of money you can expect to earn as a professional
varies from salon to salon. The common pay options are base
salary plus commission and tips, or commission plus tips. Most
salons also offer a commission for retail sales. In general, an entry
level cosmetologist, barber, massage therapist, spa therapist, and
esthetician may earn between $20,000 and $35,000 per year. A
nail technician may earn between $15,000 and $25,000 per year.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS OF THE PROFESION

Cosmetologists, barbers, and massage therapists may be required
to stand on their feet for long periods of time. The constant and
repetitive movement of the wrist may cause or worsen a condition
of Carpel Tunnel Syndrome. Nail technicians, spa therapists, and
estheticians may need to sit for long periods of time. Nail
Technicians may need to be able to bend over to perform
pedicures. Any back or neck problems/condition may be
accelerated by continued use of the shoulders, arms, and neck.
Proper erect position must be maintained as to not damage or
injure the neck and/or spine. In addition, there is a strong
possibility that one may not always be able to have lunch/snacks
at optimal schedules.

SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

Safety requirements vary by program of study. You will be
required to work with many different types of products and
chemicals. If you have allergies or sensitivities to chemicals
please consult your physician with a list of the chemicals you will
be exposed to.

Communicable diseases can be easily transmitted from one
individual to the next. Special attention must be paid to yourself
and your client to avoid spreading any disease. Caution must be
used when handling sharp objects such as razors and clippers.
Use caution and common sense to avoid chemical burns, cuts,
abrasions, excessive heat from hair dryer, hot water, harmful
vapors or fumes.

DRUG AND ALCOHOL USE ON CAMPUS

The unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession
or use of illicit drugs and alcohol on school property, or as part of
any school-related event or activity is strictly prohibited.

When you speak to someone in the
Admissions Office, be sure to state that you are
an international student traveling under M-1 visa
status.

2. If you are accepted to Celebrity, you should enter
the U.S. using an M-1 visa, which may be
obtained at a U.S. consular post in your home
country. At the time of application, you must
present an original SEVIS 1-20 issued by Celebrity
School of Beauty, original financial documents
proving availability of sufficient funds, and a valid
passport. In order to receive an 1-20 from
Celebrity, you must complete an 1-20 Affidavit,
which may also be requested from the Admissions
Office by calling 305-267-7277.

3. If all requirements are met, the school will issue
an 1-20 form. Note: there is a nonrefundable
$250.00 administrative fee to process an 1-20.
This fee is separate from the immigrations fee.
(The fee will not be refunded if the student’s visa
application is denied by immigration or if the
student withdraws or does not complete his/her
application process.)

Students are encouraged to visit the U.S. Immigration and
Customs Enforcement, Student and Exchange Visitor
Information System’s website at
http://www.ice.gov/sevis/students/index.htm for additional
guidance about the process to obtain an M-1 visa,
responsibilities prior to traveling, as well as while in school
and before returning home.

The following is to correct, revise and/or add policies and procedures to the School’s Catalog, Volume VIlI,
published January 2011. The following changes become effective, July 1, 2011.

1. Page 8, Leave of Absence: The school's leave of absence policy is being revised to read as
follows:
A leave of absence (LOA) is a temporary interruption in a student’s program of study, and refers
to the specific time period during a program when a student is not in attendance. An LOA is not
required if a student is not in attendance for an institutionally scheduled break (i.e., Christmas &
New Year's Break). However, a scheduled break may occur during an LOA. The total LOA
period(s) must not exceed a total of 180 days in any 12-month period.
A request for an LOA shall be submitted in writing, include the reason for the student’s request,
the date of expected return, the student’s signature, and date. The request shall be made in
advance, unless unforeseen circumstances prevent the student from doing so. In this case, the
student shall sign the LOA at a later date or upon return. Note: An LOA will not be granted unless
there is a reasonable expectation that the student will return from the leave; to be counted as a
temporary interruption in a student’s education instead of being counted as a withdrawal, an LOA
must meet the conditions set herein.
Note: The leave of absence policy above shall replace the one published on the school’s catalog,
effective July 1, 2011.

3. Page 60, Pre-Enroliment Information. The school’s pre-enroliment info is being revised to provide
an additional disclosure regarding pre-requisites for employment and factors that might
preclude an individual from obtaining employment in the field for which employment

is provided.
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In order to work as a cosmetologist, barber, nail technician, esthetician, spa therapist, full
specialist, makeup artist, and masseuse one must be at least 16 years old (18 years old for
massage), attend a state-licensed school and obtain a license. Cosmetology, barbering and
massage therapy students must pass a state-approved licensing exam. The state license must
be renewed every two years and continuing education is required.

4. Page 60, Pre-Enrollment Information. The school’s pre-enroliment info is being revised to provide
an additional disclosure regarding program length requirements.

Celebrity School of Beauty currently offers a few programs that are longer than the state
requirements, as follows:

Full Specialist students complete 600 hours, instead of the 500 required by the state. The reason:
to provide students with additional practical time in a few essential areas (i.e. facial techniques).

Spa Therapy students are required to complete 900 hours, in an effort to graduate more market
ready individuals. The program provides additional time to master skills, along with instruction in
the area of body and spa treatments. The expanded education makes graduates more
competitive in the field and allows them to serve their clients and employers better.

Massage Therapy requires students complete 750 hours, instead of the 500 hours required by the
state. The school’s rationale for the expanded hours is to provide students additional time to
master skills (both in theory and practice) and to offer a program that is comparable to national
standards. The school added hours in a few important areas (e.g., clinical practicum and allied
modalities), along with instruction on massage business administration.

Make-up Artistry. The school’s objective in adding a new 600-hour Make-up Artistry program is to
offer specialized training to those individuals wishing to pursue a career in this field. The student
will benefit from the additional training, given s/he will complete the requirements for a skin care
license, along with extensive training in professional makeup principles and techniques.

5. Pages 22-37, Program Curriculums. The school’s curriculums are being amended to include the
name, nature and level of occupations, identified by Standard Occupational Classification codes
(SOC), for which training is provided.

Manicure, Pedicure & Nail Extensions, occupations include: Nail technician, nail salon
owner, product representative, educator, Manicurists and Pedicurists. (SOC 39-5092).
Skin Care, occupations include: Esthetician, salon/spa owner, platform artist, make-up
artist, manufacturer’s representative, educator. (SOC 39-5094, 39-5091)

Full Specialist, occupations include: Nail technician, manicurists and pedicurists. (SOC 39-
5092). Esthetician, salon/spa owner, platform artist, make-up artist, manufacturer’s
representative, educator. (SOC 39-5094, 39-5091).

Massage Therapy, occupations include: Massage practitioner (both employed and self-
employed), massage establishment owner/supervisor, educator, (SOC 31-9011)

Spa Therapy, occupations include: Esthetician and/or nail technician, body wrapper, hair
removal specialist, salon/spa owner, platform artist, make-up artist, manufacturer’s
representative, educator, etc (SOC 39-5092, 39-5094, 39-5091).

Cosmetology, occupations include: Cosmetologist, shampoo, technician, hair stylist,
salon/spa owner, platform artist, esthetician, nail specialist, product representative,
educator, etc (SOC 39-5012, 39-5093, 39-5092, 39-5094, 39-5091)

Barbering, occupations include: Barber, owner or manager of a barbershop, platform
artist, product representative, educator, etc (SOC 39-5011).

Make-up Artistry, occupations include: Makeup artists for photography, film and/or
television. Potentially, makeup artists can also work in retail, become educators, platform
artists, salon/spa owner, and manufacturer’s representative. (SOC 39-5091)

6. Page 12, Satisfactory Academic Progress Policy. The school’s SAP policy is being revised, effective
July 1, 2011. The policy and procedure below shall replace the policy currently published in the
school’s catalog.
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Satisfactory Academic Progress Policy

Satisfactory progress in attendance and academic work is a requirement for all students enrolled in this school. Students receiving
federal financial aid must maintain Satisfactory Academic Progress, in order to maintain their Title IV eligibility. The standards by
which Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) is measured at Celebrity School of Beauty are indicated below:

ATTENDANCE PROGRESS (Quantitative Component):

MAXIMUM TIME: The maximum time a student has to complete a program is 150% of the program length, based on a
100% of attendance scheduled measured in clock hours.
ATTENDANCE: All students must maintain at least a 67% cumulative attendance average in order to be considered

making satisfactory progress and to complete the program within the maximum time frame.

ACADEMIC PROGRESS (Qualitative Component):

The following factors will be measured to determine academic progress: Theory Evaluations & Practical Evaluations.
Theory and practical work will be graded according to the following scale:

90% - 100% A Excellent
80% - 89% B Good
70% - 79% C Satisfactory
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69% or below F Unsatisfactory / Failed

Students must maintain a cumulative “C” grade average (minimum of 70% in theory and practical evaluations) in order to
be considered making satisfactory progress.

DETERMINATION OF PROGRESS

Satisfactory: Students with a minimum of 70% (“C”) Grade Point Average and 67% cumulative attendance.

Students meeting minimum requirements for attendance and academic performance at evaluation will be considered to be
making satisfactory progress until the next scheduled evaluation.

Evaluation Periods:

- Cosmetology students are evaluated at 400 hours, 800 hours, and 1200 hours.

- Barber students are evaluated at 400 hours, 800 hours, and 1200 hours.

- Spa Therapy students are evaluated at 450 hours and 900 hours.

- Massage Therapy students are evaluated at 375 hours and 750 hours.

- Full Specialist students are evaluated at 300 hours and 600 hours.

- Makeup Artistry students are evaluated at 300 hours and 600 hours.

- Skin Care students are evaluated at 130 hours and 260 hours.

- Manicure, Pedicure & Nail Extensions students are evaluated at 120 hours and 240 hours.
*Note: Evaluation periods are based on actual hours completed.

The school generates SAP reports for every student at the above-stated evaluation periods. A school official will discuss the
report with the student. The school maintains a copy of SAP reports in every student’s file. Upon request, the School will
provide a copy to the student. The school will notify students of any evaluation that impacts the student’s eligibility for
financial aid, if applicable.

ACADEMIC WARNING & PROBATION

Students failing to meet minimum progress requirements will be placed on satisfactory academic progress warning with
the opportunity to meet the requirements for the next evaluation period. During the satisfactory academic progress
warning period, students are considered to be making satisfactory progress and financial aid funds will be disbursed to
eligible students.

At the end of the satisfactory academic progress warning period, the student’s progress will be re-evaluated. If the student
is meeting the minimum requirements in both academics and attendance, he or she will be determined to be making
satisfactory progress. If the student fails to meet the minimum requirements, he or she will be determined as not making
satisfactory progress, will be terminated from the Title IV programs (if applicable) and may be placed on a probationary
period or may be terminated from the school, at the discretion of the Academic Director. The Academic Director’s decision
will be communicated to the student in writing. Note: A student will be placed on probation (following an academic warning
period) only if the school determines that satisfactory academic progress can be met by the end of the probationary period.
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If the student is allowed to continue in school, federal financial aid eligibility will be reinstated only after the student has re-
established SAP in accordance with the attendance and academic standards indicated in this policy. Periods in which the
student was determined ineligible for financial aid will not be included in the student’s reinstatement of financial aid
eligibility, therefore, students should be prepared to pay all tuition, fees, and other educational expenses incurred for the
period in which he/she was determined ineligible for aid.

Note: For purposes of calculating the maximum timeframe a student has to complete a program of study, period(s) of
enrollment when a student does not receive Title IV aid will be counted.

APPEAL PROCESS

Students failing to achieve minimum SAP requirements may appeal this determination. The student must submit a written
appeal to the Academic Director, within five (5) business days of the adverse determination. Appeals shall include a detailed
explanation of any extenuating circumstance(s) that prevented the student from successfully completing his/her coursework
and must be accompanied by documentation to support the existence of the circumstance(s) and evidence that the
circumstance(s) have been resolved. Events or circumstances that merit an appeal may include, but are not limited to:
severe illness, severe injury, death in the family, an unforeseen or unavoidable personal or family circumstance. Upon
receipt, a decision on the student’s appeal will be made within seven (7) business days by the Academic Director and will be
communicated to the student in writing. The decision of the Academic Director will be final. Should a student prevail on his
or her appeal and be determined as making satisfactory academic progress, the student will be automatically re-entered in
to the course, and financial aid funds will be re-instated to eligible students. Note: All appeal cases will be documented in
the student’s file (the school will maintain copies of the documentation provided by the student and the final results of the

appeal).

TRANSFER STUDENTS

Transfer credit is considered as part of the cumulative grade-point average and overall hours for those units of instruction
that are recognized and accepted as transfer credit by Celebrity School of Beauty. Likewise, these are included in the
student’s cumulative grade-point average and overall hours for purposes of evaluating Satisfactory Academic Progress and
calculating the maximum timeframe.

Changes in Program: Students wishing to change their program must be making satisfactory academic progress and must
receive approval from the Academic Director. If the student is admitted to a new program of study, all credits that are
accepted and deemed “transferrable” will be counted towards the maximum timeframe allowed and the cumulative grade-
point average. The Financial Aid Office will be notified and shall make a determination of aid eligibility for the new program
of study.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE

Students returning from a leave of absence or other official interruption of training shall return to school in the same academic and
attendance status they had prior to their departure. An approved leave of absence will extend the student’s contract period and
maximum time frame by the same number of days in the leave of absence. Refer to the school's leave of absence policy (published
in the catalog) to review the complete provisions.

WITHDRAWALS

Any student who withdraws from his or her contracted course or fails to complete his or her training will have a notice placed in his
or her student file as to progress at the point of withdrawal. Students re-entering the school in less than 180 calendar days from the
date of interruption, enter in the same progress status as when they left:

A student making satisfactory academic progress at the point of withdrawal may apply for re-enroliment in the school and
will be considered to be making satisfactory progress at the point of re-entry.

A student failing to meet minimum satisfactory requirements at the point of withdrawal will be placed on probation for
one month when accepted for re-enroliment. At the end of the one-month probationary period, the student’s progress will
be evaluated. The student must have attended at least 67 percent of the scheduled class hours and earned at least 70
percent in all academic work performed during the one-month probation. If the student fails to meet these requirements,
he/she will be dismissed.

NON-CREDIT REMEDIAL COURSES / COURSE INCOMPLETES & COURSE REPETITIONS

Celebrity School of Beauty does not offer nor require non-credit remedial courses; therefore, these have no effect on the School's
Satisfactory Academic Progress policy. Course incompletes and course repetitions are not applicable to this institution’s courses of
instruction, and consequently, have no effect upon a student’s satisfactory progress status in this school.
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7.

Page 18, Cancellation and Refund Policy. The school is doing minor revisions to it's refund policy,
effective July 1, 2011, as follows (changes are underlined and highlighted):

Cancellation / Refund Policy

Should a student be terminated or cancel enrollment for any reason, all refunds will be made according
to the following refund schedule:

1. Cancellation must be made in person or by certified mail. Cancellation date is determined by the
postmarked written notification or the date said information is delivered to the school
administrator in person.

2. All monies will be refunded if the school does not accept the applicant, except the $50.00
application fee.

3. If the student (or parent/guardian if the student is a dependent minor) cancels within three (3)
business days after signing the Enrollment Agreement and making initial payment, all monies will
be refunded with the exception of the application fee. This policy applies regardless of whether or
not the student actually started training.

4. Cancellation after the third (3) business day, but prior to entering classes, will result in a refund
of all monies paid, with the exception of the $50.00 application and $150.00 registration fee.

5. Books and supplies are non-refundable three days after signing the enrollment agreement.

6. Termination after attendance has begun, but prior to 50% completion of the program, will result
in a pro rata refund computed on the number of actual hours completed to the total program
hours.

7. Termination after completing 50% of the program will result in NO refund.

8. Termination Date: The termination date for refund computation purposes is the last date of
actual attendance by the student, unless earlier written notice is received.

9. Refunds will be made within 45 days of termination or receipt of Cancellation Notice.

10. In case of illness, or disabling accident, death in the family, or other circumstances beyond the
control of the student, the school may make reasonable arrangements for any balance due.

11. The student’s rights under this institution’s Enrollment Agreement may not be assigned to any
other person.

12. If the school is permanently closed and no longer offers instruction after a student has enrolled,
and instruction has begun, the student shall be entitled to a pro-rata refund of tuition paid.

13. Cancellation of Classes: The school reserves the right to cancel a scheduled starting date if the
number of students enrolling is deemed insufficient. Such cancellation will be considered a
rejection by the school and the student will be entitled to receive a complete refund of any
amount paid.

Withdrawal

Any student wishing to officially withdraw from the school must notify the Executive Director in person or
send a letter by certified mail. A student who missed school for 14 consecutive days and does not notify
the Executive Director will be considered unofficially withdrawn. To determine unofficial withdrawal, the
school monitors student attendance monthly. The withdrawal date will be the last date the student
actually attends class.

In the case of a student not returning from an approved Leave of Absence, the withdrawal determination
date will be the earlier of the date the student notifies the institution s/he will not be returning or the first
date the student was to return from the leave but did not. All accounts are subject to the School’s refund
policy based on the withdrawal date.
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
